How To Secure the Property
To help the entire process complete swiftly, please find below a check list of requirements and undertakings for each of you to follow.  

Reservation Fee
An efficient and quick way of securing the property is to reserve the house. This is where each tenant pays a non-refundable reservation fee of £100. This total amount then contributes towards the first months advanced rent. The remaining balance of the first month’s rent must be paid together with the signing of the contracts within 14 days of the date on the reservation fee form.
Payments
Below is an example of 5 people sharing a house paying £7,748 each per year or £149 per week, where each person has paid the reservation fee.
Upon the signing of contracts, we would need the first month collective rent of       £3,228.35 (this would be £2,728.35 if a reservation fee has been paid) paid into our bank account. By signing and exchanging money both parties will have entered a legally binding contract. 

Damage Deposits

You are required to pay a damage deposit for the house which is £450 each on 1.6.24. To complete this, the lead tenant agrees to collect each tenant’s equal share of the total damage deposit and pay it into the same bank account as the first month’s rent by BACS transfer in one lump sum unless advised differently. Failure to pay the total damage deposit by 1.6.24 will be deemed as breach of contract and the landlord could choose to cancel the tenancy agreement with the tenants losing their first calendar month’s rent. This is a clause in the tenancy agreement.

Upon receiving the total damage deposit for the house, we will protect the damage deposits via Mydeposits.co.uk which is a government backed Tenancy Deposit Scheme. All the tenants will receive a PDF of the damage deposit protection certificate with other relevant documentation which completes this process.

The Renting Process

1. Once you have agreed to rent the property and paid the reservation fee, the lead tenant needs to email the full names and email addresses of all the tenants to the email address below. We will then email an application form to the lead tenant, who needs to forward this on to each tenant. 

Each person then needs to complete the application form and email it back to the lead tenant within 48 hours. Please note that each tenant is also required by law to provide a photocopy of their passport and student id card, this should also be sent by email at this time. Once the lead tenant has ALL the completed information this should be sent to: sara@rowlandstudentproperties.co.uk
2. Once we are in receipt of this information, we will email a guarantor form to each of your nominated guarantors, who need to sign it, have it witnessed and email it back to sara@rowlandstudentproperties.co.uk.  We will also attach a generic copy of the unsigned Tenancy Agreement for their information. 

3. We will then draw up the official Tenancy Agreement which will be sent to you all via DocuSign. All Tenants need to sign the document via this portal; your guarantors will also receive a copy via DocuSign once all Tenants and the Landlord has signed it.  

4. Regarding payments, it would be hugely beneficial if all tenants could transfer the reservation fee, balance of the first month’s rent and the damage deposit to the lead tenant who will then do one transfer per transaction to:
